INTRODUCTION

Welcome to the Pioneer Valley Juniors Sand Volleyball Invitational at Crossroads. Courts will be
available at 8:15am. Captains meeting will be at 8:40am and play will start at 9am sharp. The
tournament director will be Stefanie Mulry. Courts are precious and hard to come by, please
make sure you clean your area of any trash throughout the day and especially before you leave.
There are trash barrels around the facility. There is plenty of space in the shade outside of the
court area to set up your “camp.”

PLAY FORMAT

Play starts at 9am and the warm up for the first match will start around 8:52. There is no cap on
pool play sets. Pool play will be 2 sets to 21 points starting at 0. The top two teams from each
pool advance to the Championship Bracket, the 3" and 4™ place teams from each pool will
advance to the Consolation Bracket. The 5 place team will be eliminated. Playoffs will be best
two of three sets starting at 0; if needed, third set is to 15 points starting at 0, win by 2 in all
sets. There is no cap on playoff sets. The championship in each bracket may be reduced to 1 —
25 point set if there is a time constraint. No team will be eliminated on points and all tie-
breaking procedures are described on the tournament format and schedule sheet.

WARM-UPS
Players may warm-up and stretch in the area outside of the court netting, if needed. All
matches will have the same warm-up time. 1 minute shared and three minutes court time for
each team. The serving team will have the first 3 minutes followed by the receiving team (7
minutes total).
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TOURNAMENT RULES

e A player may touch the ball with any part of the body

e No open-hand tipping (finger tips)

e You may not receive serve or any free ball with overhead finger action

e When digging a hard-driven spike it can be passed with overhead finger action, double-
hit, and/or momentarily lifted. (a free-ball is never considered a hard-driven ball
regardless of its velocity)

e For doubles and triples competition: If the ball is intentionally set into the opponent’s
court, the player must contact the ball with two hands above her shoulders and set it
directly forward or directly backward with relation to her body

o A legal set directed toward a teammate that crosses the net because of elements or in
the case of a spectacular play is not a fault, regardless of the player’s body position

e For Doubles, Triples or Four-Player Competition, players are free to position themselves
anywhere within their court. There are no positional faults but players MUST rotate
service terms

e For Doubles and Triples Competition, Blocking DOES constitute a team contact and any
player may make the second contact of the ball after the block

e Players may not touch the net before, during, or after playing the ball. Incidental
contact is ok (same net rules as NCAA and MIAA high school)

e Side Switches — 21 pt sets, teams switch sides every multiple of 7 points. 15 pt sets,
teams switch sides every multiple of 5 points
